Next generation DNA sequencing using the Genome Sequencer FLX
(GS FLX) system provides the flexibility and power to address a broad range
of research applications including de novo sequencing and re-sequencing of
genomes, transcriptome analysis, metagenomics, and targeted sequencing of
DNA regions of interest

This seminar will focus on understanding the 454 Sequencing workflow
and how the GS FLX enables scientists to approach their research from a
totally novel perspective. The seminar will also include a brief discussion of
combining Roche Nimblegen’s sequence capture technology to enrich
targeted loci from complex genomic DNA with high-throughput sequencing on
the GS FLX.
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
